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credited with establishing the first homestead here in
1726 when he settled on Mill Creek at what is now
the town of Bunker Hill. Home to early Quaker and
German families as well as English, and part of the
Northern Neck Proprietary, Berkeley County’s
history is filled with the stories of pioneers who
came, passed through or remained for generations.
This early history details the area, its people and its
history as a crossroads in the migration paths of
numerous pioneers. Impacted heavily by the French
and Indian War, Dunmore’s War, the Revolution
and the Civil War, this volume includes an
extensive section on the individuals involved in
these conflicts. A biography section of over 100
pages provides information on numerous individuals
who lived in the area. A complete copy of the
detailed “Faulkner Report” commissioned by
Governor John Floyd of Virginia in 1830 in response
to Maryland’s claims to a portion of Virginia is also
reproduced. bvl

In an effort to “bring together in one place a
listing of all published genealogies for documented
Huguenot families in America,” the compiler
constructed and issues in this volume a revision to
his preliminary list of Huguenot genealogies. Criteria
for acceptance in the list is generally that the
progenitor and the first generations can be
documented as Huguenots. Not limited to published
books, articles from key genealogical journals such as
the National Genealogical Society Quarterly, New
England Historical and Genealogical Register, New York
Genealogical and Biographical Record, The American
Genealogist, Transactions of Huguenot Society of South
Carolina, the Virginia Genealogist, Virginia Magazine
of History and Biography and the William and Mary
College Quarterly have been included. Genealogies
appear to have been listed under the primary
Huguenot family with no cross-listing. Particularly
useful, is a list of “disqualified” publications—those
which claimed Huguenot connections but have since
been disproved. The compiler asks for additions and
comments indicating an interest in updating the
current publication. We certainly hope that he will
continue his work which should prove useful to
many researchers. The addition of addresses of the
major Huguenot libraries would prove helpful to the

novice Huguenot researcher as well as reference to
articles which “disproved” the disqualified
publications. We look forward to the next addition.

Researchers gobbled up a thousand copies of this
landmark work when it debuted in 1990 as part of the
Virginia Civil War Battles and Leaders Series. King
William, which sits atop the Northern Neck's middle
peninsula, is home to what was earlier known as
Mangohick - formerly the name of a creek but now
shown on maps as Millpond Creek. All along this
waterway were once structures and families that were
part of larger grants of land of Colonel William Byrd II,
of Westover. Interior roads throughout this area were
literally “high-ways” between the streams, and were
hardly more than foot or bridle paths connecting the
holdings, except for those converted to rolling roads for
the transport of tobacco and grain to the nearest
wharves and warehouses.

Author Atkinson admirably succeeds in a task to
present visages of characters whose lives were among
the metes and bounds of the post-Revolutionary War
St. David’s Parish, and how the campaigns of the War
Between the States caused groups to leave the lower
part of the county and for others to remain behind in
Mangohick to watch the passage of hostile troops.

Each chapter s linked to endnotes which document
source materials that are described in detail in a
bibliography. Of particular interest is the list of soldiers
in various local companies, including Carter’s Battery
and other regiments of Virginia militia, etc., as
compiled from a study of photostatic copies of
company records filed in the National Archives. The
county map at pages 116-117 is very useful. The index
does not include every name, and it is unclear to this
reviewer what criteria was used for items. For instance,
Charles A. Dana’s actions as Assistant Secretary of
War and a report to Secretary Edwin M. Stanton, are
not indexed for page 164.

Any follower of Civil War activities in the Northern
Neck or researchers of this “burned county” will be
glad to add this item to their library shelf. wep

The data contained in this publication are based on
the personal letters, documents, and a sheriff’s receipt
book of Colonel Richard Holland Gilliam, who served
as deputy sheriff of Buckingham County for many
years. The great importance of the Gilliam papers for
researchers is that they represent the only source of
information on many activities of the county
government prior to the courthouse fire of 1869. As
indicated in the introduction, the book consists chiefly
of abstracts of selected papers. Much of the legal
terminology has been eliminated and changed for ease
in reading. Minor changes have been made to the
spelling. Certain spellings and wording have, however,
been retained. The latter portion of the work consists
of a genealogy of the family. If you have interest in the
Gilliam family or an interest in Buckingham County,
you will want to own this work. db-r

This consolidation reprint celebrates TVF
Magazine's 10™ anniversary as an independent
quarterly journal which focuses on Virginia's
peninsular counties between the Potomac and James
rivers and northward to Caroline and King George
counties.

Compiler and editor Davis specializes in presenting
information gems that have been culled from little
known or used sources and private collections. For
example, this volume presents David Cochran’s 1792
Hanover County will, as found among loose papers at
the Library of Virginia; certificates for dissenting
Presbyterians, 1758, Essex County, as retrieved from a
county deed book; and data from the family Bible of
Isaac Coltson, 1688, Charles City County and Joseph
Tucker, 1707, Prince George (Dinwiddie) County,
from a Bible found in an old abandoned house in
Georgia. Also found are numerous other Bible records,
maps, interesting illustrations, book reviews and
queries.

Each of the four quarterly issues appears as it was
first distributed with its own index — thus, the volume
has four indexes. Note that no consolidated index is
found (one can be purchased separately on CD-ROM
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for this and previous volumes), and indexes contain
only personal names and not place names. Those
