International Center for Jefferson Studies

The Jefferson Library, however, is just one of many programs sponsored by the International Center for
Jefferson Studies (http://www.monticello.org/icjs/). The ICJS, also housed at Kenwood, was created by the
Thomas Jefferson Foundation with the dual purpose of promoting Jefferson scholarship and educating others
through its research programs.

The Center’s archaeology department continues the study of Monticello’s archaeological record, and is
also home to the Digital Archaeological Archive of Chesapeake Slavery, a study of artifacts, site plans and
digital images from excavated slave-quarter sites in the Chesapeake region. The education department
provides educational programs for students, families, and teachers. The IC]S also sponsors a program to
publish “The Papers of Thomas Jefferson: Retirement Series,” a multi-volume edition of Jefferson’s papers
covering his retirement period from March 1809 to his death on July 4, 1826. The research department
supports Jefferson scholarship in general, but also focuses on Jefferson’s interest in science and exploration.
It will sponsor a major conference in 2003, develop a Lewis and Clark feature on the Monticello web site, and
conduct a long-term project to research Monticello as a working plantation during the period from 1740 to

1830.

Thomas Jefferson Foundation, Inc.

The Thomas Jefferson Foundation ( http://www.monticello.org/tjffoundation.html) owns and operates
the Monticello house and gardens; the International Center for Jefferson Studies; the Jefferson Library; a
museum shop; and the Thomas Jefferson Center for Historic Plants, which propagates historic plant varieties.
The Foundation preserves and pursues the same wide range of interests that piqued Jefferson’s own curiosity
during his lifetime.

Monticello

The Monticello web site at http://www.monticello.org is the central starting point for all things
Jeffersonian. There you will find links to the house itself, the plantation, the Jefferson Library, the
International Center for Jefferson Studies, and the Thomas Jefferson Foundation. Sitting atop Jefferson’s “little
mountain” amid nearly 2,000 of its original 5,000 acres, Monticello today is the focal point for all aspects of
Thomas Jefferson’s remarkable life, as it was for him when he was alive. Indeed, a tour of the house will give
you a real sense of Jefferson as a person.

It is difficult to explain our fascination with Thomas Jefferson. He would perhaps be somewhat taken
aback by his modern day popularity. Certainly, we admire Jefferson for qualities of character and intellect that
appear only too seldom in men of any time or place. Those qualities are still personified by Monticello and the
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other priceless legacies he left us. His was indeed a “beautiful mind.”

Louise Pledge Heath Foley, Early Virginia Families
Along the James River, Their Deep Roots and Tungled
Branches: James City County—Surry County, Virginia
(1990, reprint 2002) vii, 161 pp.; maps; full-name and
place index; perfect-bound; softcover; $22.50.

The author again includes a brief history of the
early settlement of Virginia. The patent abstracts are
for James City County, an original shire and for Surry
County which was established from James City County
in 1652, While almost no records survive for James
City County, Surry County's records are some of the
most complete in Virginia. In addition to the 1704
Quit Rent Rolls for the two counties, an index to the
1864 map of James City County was included. This
map could not be successfully reproduced for the book,
but a map showing the settlements along the James
River between 1607 and 1624, taken from Charles E.
Hatch, Jr.'s The First Seventeen Years is included.  bvl

Ulysses P Joyner, Jr, The First Settlers of Orange
County, Virginia, 1700-1776 (1987, reprint 2003) 245,
40 pp.; full-name, place and subject index; perfect-
bound; softcover; $25.00. Please include $2.75
shipping.

Subtitled “A View of the Life and Times of the
European Settlers of Orange County, Virginia, and
Their Influence Upon the Young James Madison,” this
history focuses upon the people and events that
impacted colonial Orange County. The author, a
former Orange County Circuit Court clerk, draws
heavily upon the county records and the knowledge he
gained platting the original patents in the county.
Religious movements and the push for religious
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freedom culminaring in the famous meeting in Orange
County between Madison and Leland are treated as
well as Spotswood and other influential men of
Virginia. The appendix contains a list of original
Orange County patentees, the justices appointed at the
establishment of the county in 1734, lists of those who
served as gentlemen justices in Orange County from
1734 through 1870, a list of militia officers, 1734-1750
and a list of constables, 1734-150. Other lists include
thos exempted from taxes, 1834-1750; person granted
ordinary licenses, 1734-1750; persons granted licenses
to preach, 1734-1928; persons granted permission to
marry, 1870-1928; persons registering their mark,
1734-1750; persons establishing grist mills,
1734-1794; persons granted a peddler’s license,
1734-1750; person’s appointed under or deputy sheriff,
1734-1750; Orange County clerks, persons appointed
as surveyors, 1734-1903; persons admitted to the
practice of law, sheriffs, vestrymen and churchwardens
of St. Thomas Parish, 1740-1794, burgesses, county
supervisors, representatives to state conventions,
prosecuting attorneys and coroners, 1734-1908.
Researchers should read the introduction to the index
which notes that not all references to such individuals
as Leland, Madison, Spotswood and others are indexed
and that only the first occurrence of place names is
indexed. This practice limits the usefulness of the
index and the researcher’s access to the informatiohvl

Millard Kessler Bushong, A History of Jefferson County,
West Virginia, 1719-1940 (1941, reprint 2002) xviii,
438 pp.; map; illus.; full-name, place and subject index;
perfect-bound; softcover; $35.00.

Originally a part of Orange and then Frederick
County, Virginia, Jefferson County, lying in the eastern
panhandle of West Virginia and bordering on the
Potomac River, was formed from Berkeley County in
1801. The area near Shepherdstown which was
founded in 1727 by German settlers from
Pennsylvania, may have been settled as early as 1719.
The Quakers followed later and are found near
present-day Charles Town in the 1730s. This history of
the county, compiled for a doctoral thesis, traces the
history of the county from its beginning to 1940. It
refutes, with evidence, a number of stories about the
early settlement of the area. Endnotes, a bibliography
and an appendix (not included in the index) complete
the compilation. The history contains brief biographies
of a number of Jefferson’s more well-known inhabitants
and the appendix includes lists of Revolutionary War,

War of 1812, Mexican War, Confederate, Spanish-
American and World War I veterans. bvl

Harry M. Strickler, Old Tenth Legion Marriages in
Rockingham County, Virginia, from 1778~1816, Tuken
from the Marriage Bonds (1928, reprint 2002) 128 pp.;
index to brides; perfect-bound; softcover; $16.00.
Marriages for this period were by banns or by
bond; consequently, unless the minister made a return
of the marriage, no record exists for those made by
banns. These records, taken primarily from the extant
bonds, provide the name of the bride and groom and
sureties. Where the bride and/or groom were underage
age, the father (when deceased, the mother or a
guardian) would give consent and references to these
records are included. This small volume holds should
also be of interest to those without Rockingham
County connections for it contains a synopsis of the
marriage laws of Virginia and documents the alteration
of German names by phonetic rendering, i.e.,
Faught/Vaught, Tinkle/Dinkle or anglicization, i.e.,
Swartz/Black, Zimmerman/Carpenter. bvl

This collection contains 278,000 names from the
marriage records of 22 Tennessee counties. Many of
the early marriage records have not survived. Those
that do are found either as original bonds or licenses
which give the names of the bride and grooin, the date
of issue of the marriage bond or license, and the narnes
of the bondsmen. When the dara is taken from
information cornpiled in the marriage registers which
were not required by law until1838, bondsmen are not
listed. Twenty of the county marriage records were
compiled by Edythe Rucker Whitley in her Tennessee
Marriage Records series. Counties and the date range of
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Revolutionary War Records Available on the Library of Virginia Website

A collection of materials from the Library of Virginia relating to the Revolutionary War is now available
through the Library’s website at www.lva lib.va.us.

“Revolutionary War Pension Records for Veterans and Widows” consists of several types of materials: court
booklets, certificates, lists and commissioners’ books. The index to the collection contains more than 35,000
entries. Beginning in October 1777, the Virginia General Assembly passed several recruitment acts that included
provisions for state pensions for disabled soldiers and for the widows of men killed in action. The provisions varied
according to the specific terms of each act. In October 1782 an act was passed that required county courts to
certify on a semi-annual basis the continued eligibility of pensioners.

This collection consists of the surviving records that approximately 650 veterans and their widows presented
to the county courts to certify their eligibility for pension allowances as well as other correspondence and notations
relating to the payment of pensions. Documents may include correspondence, medical evaluations, orders for
payment signed by the governor, powers of attorney and receipts signed by the pensioner. The index entries point
to more than 15,000 digitized images of the original documents.

The “Public Service Claims for Compensation” collection includes claims for compensation made by Virginia
citizens for materials, supplies and personal services provided to the Virginia militia and the Continental army
during the Revolutionary War.

The commissioners of each county issued receipts, or certificates, to individuals for materials and services
provided, which included the name of the provider, the date, a description of the item and its value. The certificate
and any other available documentation was presented to the county court during special sessions held between
1781 and 1783. The court examined and authenticated the certificates and determined the amount of
compensation. The local commissioners and deputy commissaries also kept lists of the foodstuffs, animals and other
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provisions that were collected in each county.

1796-1837 (created from Hawkins and Knox counties
in 1796); Jefferson County, 1792-1836; Lawrence
County, 1818-1854 (created from parts of Maury and
Hickman counties in 1817); Maury County, 1808-1852
(created in 1807 from Williamson County); McMinn
County, 1821-1864 (formed in 1819 from lands ceded
to the United States by the Cherokee Indians); Rhea
County, 1808-1859 (formed from Roane County late
in 1807); Roane County, 1801-1838 (formed from
Knox County in 1801); Robertson County, 1839-1861
(created from old Tennessee County in 1796);
Rutherford County, 1804-1872 (created in 1803 from
Davidson County); Shelby County, 1820-1858 (created
in 1819 from Hardin County); Stewart County,
1838-1866 (was created in 1803 from a part of
Montgomery County); Sumner County, 1787-1838
(created in 1786, while still a part of North Carolina);
Williamson County, 1804-1850 (created in 1799 from
Davidson County); and Wilson County, 1802-1850. In
addition, Norma Rutledge, Grammer and Marion Day
Mullins compiled the records of Washington County,
1787-1840 and Mary E Mitchell, and J. Sharon

Johnson Doliante compiled the records of White
County, 1809-1859. While these records do little more
than establish that a marriage was either intended or
took place, the ability to search at one time across the
carly records of so many counties is an enhancement
that goes beyond the savings in money and space of
owning a CD rather than the twenty-one individual
volumes.
