Louise Phelps Kellogg, Frontier Retreat on the Upper
Ohio, 1779-1781 (1917; reprint 2003) 549 pp.; illus.;
maps; full-name index; perfect-bound; softcover;
$39.95.

This fifth in the series of books on the
Revolutionary War—and the period immediately
preceding it, was originally published by the Historical
Society of Wisconsin as the twenty-fifth volume from
its collections and the fifth from the Draper
manuscripts. While the bulk of the transcribed
documents are drawn from the Draper manuscripts,
documents found in other institutions, primarily the
Library of Congress are included. The story of the
campaign on the Upper Ohio began in the previous
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volume entitled Frontier Advance on the Upper Ohio. A
twenty-plus page introduction sets the historical stage.
This is followed by transcripts, abstracts and summaries
of pertinent contemporary documents, many of them
letters from or to the primary participants. The index
which includes subjects and place names in addition to
the full names of all people mentioned in the text
(including footnotes) allows the researcher to access
material in a variety of ways. Of especial interest to
many will be the muster and payrolls from the Draper
manuscripts. Certainly anyone with an interest in this
area or whose ancestor may have served with troops in
this area will find the volume of interest. bvl

Augusta B. Fothergill, Wills of Westmoreland County,
Virginia, 1654-1800 (1925; reprint 2003) viii, 229 pp.;
full-name index; perfect-bound; softcover; $25.00.
Although she fails to name the abstracts, Ms.
Fothergill states that she created her compilation
because she found so many errors in an earlier
compilation including the omission of all the wills from
the volume covering the years 1665-1677. However
great the improvement, there are still errors of
omission in her work. Her work includes the date the
will was written, the date of probate and a listing of
heirs with any relationships stated in the will.
Witnesses, however, are not included—a serious
omission. Although the title indicates that this volume
covers only wills, other probate records are mentioned
although not abstracted. Westmoreland was the seat of
many well-known Virginia families, most especially the
Washingtons and the Popes. Researchers in other
northern Virginia counties will recognize many of the
family names and would do well to search for family
origins here. bvl

John Bennett Boddie, Southside Virginia Families,
Volume 1 (1955; reprint, 2003) viii, 422 pp.; full-name
index; perfect-bound; softcover; $36.50.

The two-volume Southside Virginia Families was
Boddie's precursor to his multi-volume set Historical
Southern Families. Readers will find that a few of the
family sketches published in the original volumes are
omitted from these because they were later reprinted
with corrections in Historical Southern Families.
Although the focus appears to be Southside Virginia
families, entries such as the one on the Cloud family
never see Southside in their move from Delaware to
Frederick County, Virginia, to South Carolina. Many
of the family lineages were contributed and,
consequently, there is a great variation in the quality of
the research and the presentation. Most of the lineages
are presented with little if any documentation. When
documentation is present, it is usually in the form of a
reference to a will, tombstone or other record. Over
thirty-five different family names are treated in volume
two (the smaller of the two volumes). Certainly, this is
a source that should be regularly consulted when
engaged in research on a new family line, especially if
that line lies in Southside Virginia. bvl

Judith Parks America Hill, A History of Henry County,
Virginia, with Biographical Sketches of Its Most Prominent
Citizens and Genealogical Histories of Half a Hundred of
Its Oldest Families (1925, reprint 2003) 388 pp.; illus.;
full-name index; perfect-bound; softcover; $34.00.
Formed in 1776, Henry County was bordered by
the Blue Ridge Mountains on the west, North Carolina
on the south and its mother county, Pittsylvania, on
the east. In 1791, Patrick County was taken from the
western portion of Henry County. This history, as most
histories written during this time period, begins with a
history of the county, but the majority of its pages focus
on the histories and biographies of its families. Its
author reports that it grew out of her interest in leaving
a written history of her family which connected to
many of the early Henry County families. Some of the
other family histories were contributed by other
writers. The family histories range from a simple
paragraph to four-generation accounts. They are
undocumented, but come from an era when many of
the people mentioned had lived during the memory of
those telling the stories. The appendix includes brief
abstracts of Henry County petitions from 1779 to 1857,
an extensive list of citizens taking the oath of
allegiance, marriage license bonds from 1776 to 1800
and abstracts from the first county court taken from
the Virginia Magazine of History and Biography. A new
full-name index has been added, an attraction which,
I am sure will lead to the purchase of this volume by
researchers who own earlier unindexed copies.  bvl

Henry C. Peden, Jr., A Closer Look at St. John's Parish
Registers, 1701-1801 (2003) iii, 103 pp.; perfectbound;
softcover; $15.00.

There are few writers or compilers in this world
who, upon opening one of their own published works,
do not find an error. Compilers, however, are especially
prone to “compile” lists of corrections to their works
based upon experience and the input of fellow
researchers. Only experience with a variety of records
in the same area will tell a compiler that the name
Mungo Trice is actually Mungo Price. Rarely do
compilers publish corrections and it is only in their
own annotated copy that the corrections can be found.
This compiler notes that while he took over 15 years to
publish his corrections, he hopes that his readers will
be appreciative—and well they should be. He has
carefully compared duplicate registers and checked
other sources to determine the actual name(s) and
dates. In addition, the researcher will find the
compiler’s parenthetical notations very helpful.
Perhaps his work will lead others to “go and do
likewise.” bvl

Glad You Asked That

: To qualify as a juror did the person have to be a

male, age 21 or older, own land, and be a resident
of the jurisdiction? Were there any other
requirements’

: In 1681-2, the Assembly’s instructions to Lord

Culpeper included a request regarding the
regulations for individuals sitting on a jury: “wee think
it fit for the better administration of Justice that a Law
bee passed in the Assembly wherein shall be set the
value of Men’s Estates, either in goods or Lands under
which they shall not bee capable of serving as Jurors,
Qur pleasure is that at the first opportunity of
transmitting any Laws hither . . . you preprae and send
one to that purpose.” [“Virginiain 1681-82” Virginia Magazine
of History and Biography 28 (1920): 42.]

The first reference in Hening's in April 1699
established the requirement that jurors who served at
the General Court be “freeholders whose lands and
goods, that is to say reall and personall estate, are
visibly of the reputed value of one hundred pounds
sterling, nor in or to any county court but those whose
lands and goods, (that is to say) reall and personall
estate are visibly of the reputed value of fifty pounds
sterling.” [William Waller Hening, The Statutes at Large; Being a

Collection of all the Laws of Virginia . . ., vol. 3 (1823; reprint,
Charlottesville, Va.: University Press of Virginia, 1969), 176.]

A frecholder according to Black’s is one having title to
realty; either of inheritance or for life; either legal or
cquitable title. A person who possesses a freeholder
estate; i.e., the owner of a freehold. A freehold must
possess two qualities: 1) immobility, that is, the
property must be either land or some interest issuing
out of or annexed to land; and 2) indeterminate
duration, for, if the utmost period of time to which an
estate can endure be fixed and determined, it cannot
be a freehold. Freehold in deed is the real possession
of land or tenements in fee, fee-tail, or for life.
Freehold in law is the right to such tenements before
entry. The term has also been applied to those offices
which a man holds in fee or for life. Thus a dower
interest and a lease for lives would qualify as a

freehold; a lease for term of years would not. [Henry
Campbell Black, Black's Law Dictionary: Definitions of the Terms
and Phrases of American and English Jurisprudence, Ancient and

Modern, Sixth Edition (St. Paul, Minn.: West Publishing
Company, 1990) 665.]

Additional references to the various requirements
include the following:

Trial of treason or felony at General Court; five
freeholders of the county where the crime was alleged
to be committed residing as near as may be to that part
of the county where the crime was alleged to be
committed and six freeholders taken from the
bystanders all of whom must be possessed of a visible
real and personal estate of the value of one hundred
pounds.

Members of juries (taken from bystanders) that
tried trial of treason, felony, a breach of the peace,
misprision of treason, breach of penal law or any other
pleas of the crown or of any estate of freehold, or estate
or title in or to lands, tenements, or hereditaments in
any court of record of this dominion or in any cause
whatsoever, depending in the general court must be a
freeholder and possessed of a visible estate, real and
personal of the value of one hundred pounds sterling;
and no person shall be capable to be of a jury for trial
of any cause whatsoever, in any county court, unless he
be possessed of a visible estate, real or personal, of the
value of fifty pounds sterling. No exceptions against
any juror on account of his estate shall be allowed,
after he is sworn. [Hening, 3:367-71.]

Grand jury members had to be freecholders. Members of
juries that tried trial of treason, felony, a breach of the
peace, misprision of treason, breach of penal law or any
other pleas of the crown or of any estate of frechold, or
estate or title in or to lands, tenements, or
hereditaments in any court of record of this dominion
or in any cause whatsoever, depending in the general
court must be a freeholder and possessed of a visible
estate, real and personal of the value of one hundred
pounds current money; and no person shall be capable
to be of a jury for trial of any cause whatsoever, in any
county court, unless he be possessed of a visible estate,
real or personal, of the value of fifty pounds. No
exceptions against any juror on account of his estate
allowed, after he is sworn. Effective 10 June 1751
[Hening, 5:525-6.]

St George Tucker notes that a juror must be of the age
of 21 years and not be an alien. The value apparently
changed to $300 and $150 by act 1794 ¢.73, Sec.12.

In September 1735, the York County Court “ordered
that it e a standing rule of this court that the sheriff
doth not summon any person to be of the grand jury
who he shall know to be a Drunkard, a common
Swearer, A Sabbath breaker or surveyor of the
highways, or guilty of any other misdemeanor.”
