Much can be
learned from this volume about nineteenth-century
life, researching and organizing appropriate sources,
and placing individuals and families of the nineteenth
century within a larger context. Unfortunately, the
documentation is extremely sketchy and the
bibliographic format is, at best, “individualistic.” db-r

Perhaps the strongest benefit of the Guide is the
many subject areas covered and thus the discussion of
research issues a genealogist might need to consider.
One will find basic information about dating old
photographs, legal terms found in genealogical records,
antiquated names of diseases and calamities, and old
units of measurement. Also featured is an analysis of
how the different types of calendars and dating systems
could impact the calculation of birth and death dates,

and a chronology of important world events that
impacted migration and daily life.

The lists or glossaries given are not comprehensive.
This reviewer finds several discrepancies as follows.
The Guide offers that the given name Jonathan is
abbreviated “Jno.”—from my experience the
abbreviation for John is always “Ino.” and Jonathan is
sometimes found “Jna.” We all have unique family or
local names that might supplement the list; in Virginia
one will readily find “Eppa.” for Eppaphroditus,
“Theo.” for either Theophilus or Theodore, “Ro.” for
Robert or “Rd.” for Richard. “Edw.” is always a puzzle
because it's used for both Edward and Edwin.

The Guide identifies locations where genealogical
research might be performed, but the information
needs to be updated. For example, researchers will find
it difficult to locate the Columbia Historical Society
which has been known as the Historical Society of
Washington since before spring 1989, or the Virginia
State Library which was renamed the Library of
Virginia in July 1994. The section on interpreting
handwriting would be more effective if the examples
given were handwritten rather than typewritten. Or,
the early term “chirurgeon” (for what we now know as
surgeon) is not listed among the ancient occupations
given.

Despite these shortcomings, the Guide is a useful
starting place to look for quick answers—its index is
very useful! wep

As most experienced researchers know quite well,
chancery records are especially important because of
the large number of individuals who died without
writing a will. When they did, family members
frequently went to court, often armed with incredibly
detailed information to support their claims. The
chancery records of Cannon County are no exception.
The abstractions in this book often provide
information that is not available elsewhere, i.e., the
names of fathers, mothers, children, grandchildren,
brothers, sisters, aunts, and uncles. In addition, the
Cannon records include divorce cases and, for the
years after 1865, Civil War information. db-r

Smith County, Tennessee, was formed in 1799 out
of Sumner County. Later, nine new counties would be
created out of Smith County. Today Smith is
surrounded by the counties of DeKalb, Jackson,
Macon, Putnam, Trousdale, and Wilson. Most of the
early settlers in the region were from North Carolina
and Virginia and entered by way of Eastern Tennessee.
The deeds for Smith County are undoubtedly the most
complete records that the county possesses and
certainly help surmount the perplexing problems
created by the missing marriage records. Many of the
deeds make mention of members of the extended
family.

The earliest deeds are located in the Registrar’s
Office at Carthage. The abstracts in this volume were
done from the original records, which were often
difficult to read. If questions arise, the researcher is
advised to check the original record or the copies that
are available at the State Library in Nashville. One

convention followed throughout the book is that if the
place of residence is not provided for an individual,
then that person is presumed to reside in Smith
County. All in all, quite a useful book to have handy if
you are researching the Smith County area. It’s good to
have it back in print. db-r

The author is best known for her series of Virginia
marriages which usually begin with the first recorded
marriage and end in 1815. The introduction to this
volume, as usual, notes the source of the information
and is especially informative in this case since the
register from which she compiled the marriages was
itself compiled by Library of Virginia staff members
from a variety of sources including order and deed
books as well as original bonds. The entries are
alphabetical by name of the groom. There is both an
index to brides and an index to sureties and other
names. bvi

Ross B. Johnston, West Virginia Estate Settlements: An
Index to Wills, Inventories, Appraisements, Land Grants,
and Surveys to 1850 (1955-1963; reprint 2003) 176
pp-; Smythe-sewn; hardcover; $20.00.

This compilation is a copy of a copy of a copy
which, of course, strongly suggests that readers check
for themselves. The original information was compiled
by the Works Progress Administration which surveyed
estate settlements including wills, inventories and
appraisements and made brief abstracts of the
information. The information, collected for the
thirteen counties formed prior to 1800, was later
published in the West Virginia History Quarterly. This
volume is a collection from that publication. No source
of the information is given. A typical entry contains
the name of the individual, the type of instrument—
administration, appraisement, division, indenture,
inventory, land grant, obligation, sale bill, settlement,
survey, will— and the date. When the item is a will,
devisees and their relationship to the testator are
included. All other individuals named in the will are
lumped under the term “other.” Since actual sources of
the information are not listed, this volume has a
limited value as an index. However, it does provide
lists of family names grouped by county in a time
period when these counties were the Virginia frontier
and thus serves as a partial index to occupants during
a specific time period. bvl
